First Reading — Sirach 27:4-7

In those days, Saul went down to the desert of Ziph with three thousand picked men of Israel, to search for David in the
desert of Ziph. So, David and Abishai went among Saul’s soldiers by night and found Saul lying asleep within the barricade,
with his spear thrust into the ground at his head and Abner and his men sleeping around him. Abishai whispered to David:
“God has delivered your enemy into your grasp this day. Let me nail him to the ground with one thrust of the spear; | will
not need a second thrust!” But David said to Abishai, “Do not harm him, for who can lay hands on the LORD’s anointed
and remain unpunished?” S0, David took the spear and the water jug from their place at Saul’s head, and they got away
without anyone’s seeing or knowing or awakening. All remained asleep, because the LORD had put them into a deep
slumber. Going across to an opposite slope, David stood on a remote hilltop at a great distance from Abner, son of Ner,
and the troops. He said: “Here is the king’s spear. Let an attendant come over to get it. The LORD will reward each man
for his justice and faithfulness. Today, though the LORD delivered you into my grasp, I would not harm the LORD’s
anointed.”

Where, O death, is your
victory? Where, O death, is your sting? The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But thanks be to God who
gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore, my beloved brothers and sisters, be firm, steadfast, always
fully devoted to the work of the Lord, knowing that in the Lord your labor is not in vain.

Gospel — Luke 6:39-45

Jesus told his disciples a parable, “Can a blind person guide a blind person? Will not both fall into a pit? No disciple
is superior to the teacher; but when fully trained, every disciple will be like his teacher. Why do you notice the splinter in
your brother’s eye, but do not perceive the wooden beam in your own? How can you say to your brother, ‘Brother, let me
remove that splinter in your eye,” when you do not even notice the wooden beam in your own eye? You hypocrite! Remove
the wooden beam from your eye first; then you will see clearly to remove the splinter in your brother’s eye. “A good tree
does not bear rotten fruit, nor does a rotten tree bear good fruit. For every tree is known by its own fruit. For people do not
pick figs from thornbushes, nor do they gather grapes from brambles. A good person out of the store of goodness in his
heart produces good, but an evil person out of a store of evil produces evil; for from the fullness of the heart the mouth
speaks.” The Gospel of the Lord. Praise to you, Lord Jesus Christ.
