L Wealth has a seductive and oppressive force; it has a hypnotizing power. In and of themselves,
. material goods are neither good nor bad, but they become bad when we transform them into the objective of
. our life. Wealth hardens the heart of man and makes him insensitive to the pain of those around him. Due to
. money, weapons are sold, and it is the main cause of the majority of our wars; for the love of money, entire
. towns are plunged into misery, while others are enslaved; for the love of money, marital infidelity rises,
H children are abandoned, and old friendships break up. With our money we can buy heaven or hell; it all
" depends on whether we choose to use it for good or bad. The best destiny for the goods of this world is to
share them: "Look, sell everything that you have and give it to the poor", says Jesus to the young rich man.
The majority of the people go crazy because they live to have, but they would be happy if they procured what
is important to have - to live.
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H It should not surprise us as to the question that is asked of Jesus: “Lord, who will be able to be
. saved?' And the answer: "For man it is impossible, it is only possible for God". This theme carries us to the
. same heart of the Christian existence. The faithful disciple refuses the idolatry of wealth; on the other hand,
. theone that is attached to the things of this world will seek vainly for his own salvation in the goods of this
. world. Charles de Foucauld confessed: "From the moment that | knew Christ, | knew that | couldn't continue
~living without Him". It is what the parable of the precious pearl teaches us - in which the merchant sells
. everything that he has and goes to find the pearl of great value.

Evangelio - Marcos 10, 17-30

“Maestro bueno, ;qué debo hacer para alcanzar la vida eterna?”’ Jesus le contesto: “;Por qué me llamas bueno?
Nadie es bueno sino so6lo Dios. Ya sabes los mandamientos: No mataras, no cometeras adulterio, no robarés, no
levantaras falso testimonio, no cometeras fraudes, honraras a tu padre y a tu madre”. Entonces él le contestd:
“Maestro, todo eso lo he cumplido desde muy joven”. Jesus lo mir6 con amor y le dijo: “So6lo una cosa te falta:
Ve y vende lo que tienes, da el dinero a los pobres y asi tendras un tesoro en los cielos. Después, ven y sigueme”.
Pero al oir estas palabras, el hombre se entristecio y se fue apesadumbrado, porque tenia muchos bienes. Jesus,
mirando a su alrededor, dijo entonces a sus discipulos: “;Qué¢ dificil les va a ser a los ricos entrar en el Reino de
Dios!” Los discipulos quedaron sorprendidos ante estas palabras; pero Jests insistio: “Hijitos, jqué dificil es para
los que confian en las riquezas, entrar en el Reino de Dios! Mas facil le es a un camello pasar por el ojo de una
aguja, que a un rico entrar en el Reino de Dios”. Ellos se asombraron todavia més y comentaban entre si:
